Christianity is often described as ‘a religion’ and yet the idea of
‘religion’, which is manifest in discreet forms, like Christianity,
Islam and Judaism - a genus to different species - is a peculiarly
modern idea, which emerged towards the end of the sixteenth
century. ‘Religion’ is an abstraction and like many abstractions, it is
notoriously difficult to define.

The first Christians would have been perplexed by the idea of
‘religion’, and intriguingly, they were once persecuted for being
‘atheists’ — for refusing to believe in the Gods of the Greek and
Roman pantheons. They believed in one God, and the life of prayer
was cultivated in order to distinguish between the one God, who is
the source of all life and wonder, and the false Gods or idols that
sometimes captivate the human heart.

For the first Christians, Christianity was a form of philosophy,
not in the abstract sense that we understand that term, but in the
ancient sense of ‘a way of life'. In the Book of Acts, it is described
as ‘the Way’ (Acts 9.2, 19.9, 19.23, 22.4, 24.14, 24.22). ‘The Way’
incorporated not simply a set of beliefs but also a set of practices
and virtues. They drew on the inspiration of Jesus of Nazareth, a
Jewish teacher, who was crucified during the Passover Festival by
the Roman authorities. They believed that he was the Christ, the
Messiah, the one anointed to bring salvation to God'’s people. Jesus
taught his followers to look forward to the future and see that God's
reign of love and justice was at hand. Nothing had prepared them
for the brutality of the cross. And yet as they listened to the witness
of disciples who claimed that God had raised Jesus from the dead,
they began to see in the life of Christ a pattern of self-giving love,
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which gave them the hope and
the confidence to believe that
goodness is stronger than evil,
that love is stronger than hate.
Christians are people who
treasure this memory and hope.

The first Christians also drew
on the ancient scriptures of the
Jewish faith (Genesis 1.26-28)
to say that in the face of Jesus
Christ, we see the image of
God (2 Corinthians 4.6). From
this, they drew a number of
conclusions about the dignity
of being human — regardless
of class, status, race or gender.
Everyone was welcome to join their assembly or ekklesia. The
first Christians were distinguished by their commitment to adopt
orphans, to pay for the redemption of slaves, to care for the sick,
to feed the hungry, to welcome the stranger, and to defend the
vulnerable and the marginalised. These convictions about the
dignity of being human are things we may take for granted, but
they were not universally shared by people in the Roman world.
However ambiguous the subsequent Christian history may have
been, Christian teaching provides the foundations for some of
our deepest convictions and hopes. This ‘Way’ offers each of us a
pattern of human flourishing.
